Air quality

H,S or hydrogen sulfide
gas is naturally occurring
in geothermal steam.
Abatement systems are
in place to remove the
H,S from the steam and
are required by regula-
tion. One of the Geysers
Air Monitoring Program
(GAMP) stations is lo-
cated near the Bottle
Rock project and we ac-
tively participate in fund-
ing this program. Under
normal operating condi-
tions our H,S emissions
are less than half of what
is allowed by permit.

Environmental Quality Progress

Bottle Rock takes every
extra step to minimize
any odor impact with en-
gineering and chemistry.

Water quality

We are in the process of
correcting  outstanding
deficiencies in erosion
and silt control. Off site
monitoring continues to
indicate that surface wa-
ters are not affected by
existing operations.
